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Pastor Bud’s Buzz 
 
As I continue with my pulpit themes on the Sources of Wisdom, October is the third source, “Wisdom 
from the Worlds Religions which inspires us in our ethical and spiritual life.”  I think it was Karl Marx 
that declared Religion was the opiate of the people.  Now, here’s an interesting coincidence.  As I sit 
down on September 19 to write “Pastor Bud’s Buzz” for the October Jotter about religion as a potential 
source of wisdom and possibly an opiate, the discussion topic for Sunday September 23 will be 
recreational drugs and I’ve taken a Darvocet, prescribed after a minor dermatology procedure.  To clarify, 
the buzz I refer to in the tile of my piece is the buzz of excitement about what is happening, not a drug 
induced buzz.  
 
Can religion be both an opiate and a source of wisdom?   
 
Opiates and other potentially addictive agents can: 

·  Relieve anxiety  
·  Change mood  
·  Create feelings of self-confidence  
·  Cause hallucinations  
·  Alter activity levels  
·  Bring unpleasant or painful symptoms when the addictive agent is withdrawn  
·  Cause a preoccupation with running out of the addictive agent.  

 
Wisdom is not measured by standardized intelligence tests. While some say wisdom comes from 
experience, can’t be taught, and is synonymous with prudence, others see wisdom as a quality that even a 
child may possess independent of their experience or knowledge.  Wisdom is generally recognized as 
foreseeing consequences and acting to maximize the long-term common good.   
 
Just when I think I have it, wisdom slips away.  I end my Jotter piece with “Stay Tuned” because I am 
convinced that what we should seek in religion is not freedom from pain but the easing of our pain and 
the strength to continue our pursuit of truth and meaning, the vibrant tension inherent in living the 
question.

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Presidentially speaking . . . . . 
 
It’s been an interesting time of almost two months in 
Germany, but I am also quite pleased to be back here. 
And the return opened with some very pleasant and 
wonderful experiences. Just in case you do not recall: 
We had received a check in the amount of $18,815.00 
from Mildred Eberle’s charitable remainder trust in 
April of 2007. A final disbursement of $19,496.84 
from that same fund reached us in August ’07. 
Mildred was a pillar of this congregation when she 
was among us; she obviously continues to be that 
supporting pillar now that she is not with us in 
person. I am sure that many of you have very good 
memories of Mildred and Dick Eberle. 
 
Meanwhile, I and all the rest of the Board are 
continuing to try to staff all open positions for the 
Board. Ron Watkins has assumed the role of Chair 
for Building and Grounds. We don’t dally, you know; 
we act in a flash when we have a willing person: 
volunteering, membership declaration, and on to 
work it is. A position is still available for someone 
who likes to work with publications; we need a Chair 
of Public Relations. If you know of someone who has 
a way with words, is a member of the congregation, 
and would like to be the voice of the Society to the 
world, do let me know. Or if you are one such 
person, do volunteer, please. Meanwhile, I’ll keep 
buttonholing all those folks who look as though they 
might succumb to my bullying. As a Society, we 
have many functions and many obligations to keep us 
running smoothly. And yet, one can easily experience 
burnout if one tackles too much; so we need to spread 
those tasks among as many people as we can. If you 
are a volunteer and experience some reluctance 
welling up within you, recruit another to help you; do 
not try to shoulder more than is enjoyable to you. Our 
chairs should be delegators of duties, not tireless 
workhorses.   
 
The next meeting of the Board will transpire on 

Wednesday, October 17, 2007. If you have 
any matter for the Board’s agenda or if you 

would like to address the Board, please do let me 
know so that I can add your matter to the agenda. All  
 
sessions of the Board at our Society are open and 
available to all members and friends who would like 
to attend. If you want to be heard, please avail 
yourself of the opportunity. But before that meeting 
of the Board, we shall have our Congregational 
Meeting. We have three items that you may want to  

 
reflect about: (1) Should notifications of 
Congregational Meetings go to our computer-
equipped membership by electronic mail, saving us a 
significant sum for postage? (2) Should some or all of 
the Society’s investments be governed by social and 
ethical principles in addition to financial 
considerations? And (3) Should we adopt the Vision 
Statement: “We are a safe harbor where people may 
explore diverse ideas and beliefs, and we are a force 
for a better world. 
 
On September 22, the Board had a retreat for a 
discussion of its functions and the congregational 
goals and activities. We can frequently tell how far 
the reality of our Society’s day-to-day functions has 
altered when we compare it to the records in our 
bylaws. What our bylaws tell us to do is occasionally 
quite different from what we actually do. And that’s 
OK because we are a volunteer organization, where 
the organization wraps itself around what people are 
willing to do. At the same time, we should probably 
make every effort to visualize occasionally what we 
meant to do and what we mean to happen so as to 
find a compromise between what we want there to be 
and what actually transpires.  
 
Our focus during the retreat was on the functions of 
our various committees, sundry chairs, and their 
various job-descriptions. In the course of that dialog 
with each other, some compromises will happen: 
some people will probably come closer to the jobs 
they mean to do and some jobs may change to come 
closer to what people are willing to do. If you are 
new to the Society, please tell me or any member of 
the Board that you are willing to shoulder some of 
the responsibilities and some of the workload in the 
governance of our Society: We need your help and 
your engagement; do make this Society your home.

Report from the Committee for Socially 
Responsible Investing 
 
 
  CSRI is an ad hoc committee that was 
appointed last fall by Bonnie Bostrom, the past 
president of our UU society, to investigate 
Socially Responsible Investing (SRI). Its 
members are: Bonnie Bostrom, Carla 
Christianson, Carol Phillips, E.D. Mann, Jim 
Bostrom, Rev Bud Murphy and Steve Segner. 
 

 

 
In our search for understanding, we have 

looked at ways, in which the investment choices 
that this society makes could be in tune with the 
goal, as the UUA describes,  
 

“ To affirm the values of our 
church and Unitarian 
Universalism through our 
financial assets, striving to 
achieve both financial return and 
social impact through sound 
investment choices.” 
 
 On Sunday, September 16, we presented 

a 90 minute forum for members of the Society, 
so that we could share what we have learned 
about SRI, and to explore whether or not this is 
something our Society should undertake as a 
priority in deciding investment strategies for the 
future. 
Sunday’s forum was preceded by a delicious 
lunch that was prepared and served by Natalie  
 
Williamson, Grace Shinnell, and Bonnie 
Bostrom.  
Our thanks go out to them for volunteering their 
time and energy to provide lunch for our group. 
And thanks to all on this committee who have 
worked so hard over the past months to delve 
into SRI and bring forth this information to us. 
Also thanks to Cliff Jackson who stayed after 
Sunday Services and provided the audio support. 

Thanks to all of you who attended the 
meeting on Sunday. We hope that you became 
informed about our finances and about SRI. 
The presentation on Sunday thought provoking 
as well as informative, and produced a diversity 
of opinions, which were expressed in several 
small group discussions. After Bonnie’s 
introduction, Carla and Jim C. covered in detail 
the endowment funds (these add up to 
approximately $235,000) that we have invested, 
the companies that they are invested in, and a 
brief guide as to what may be considered if we 
were to choose SRI funds as an investment 
option. 

Following the group discussions, an 
informal survey was presented to the forum  
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participants. Results were tabulated, and 

Jim Christianson has produced a report, 
including the results of that survey. We will try 
to publish this on our website and copies will be 
made available to any member upon request. 
Here is brief summary of his report: 

�  Our forum group conceded that we 
should make our values a high priority in 
our investment decisions, but there was 
not an overwhelming consensus as to 
how that can be done effectively.  

�  Respondents agreed that we could do 
more good, and provide better leadership 
with a higher financial return on our 
investments.  

�  The predominate view was that we 
should also consider the companies that 
we invest in 

�  Most attendees believe that our 
investment dollars can be a powerful tool 
for good. 

�  Some comments questioned the 
feasibility of making any investment  

�  decisions differently than within the 
current caretaker structure.  

�  Others suggested that transparency with 
respect to how our investments are made 
and how they are performing is a good 
idea. 

 
Overall, we can see from these responses that 
this is an issue, which may be something to 
consider within the policies and guidelines, 
which govern our investments. 
 
With this forum, we have begun a conversation, 
which opens the way into asking: “Do our 
investments reflect our values?”  
 
We propose to ask the congregation to vote on 
the following during our semi annual meeting in 
October: 

Should the UUSDBA add to its 
investment philosophy a 
consideration of aligning with the  
 
 
 
 

 
UUA objective of investing in 
Socially Responsible Investments? 

 
When we refer to our principle of the 
interdependent web of all existence, we can see 
that if we apply mindfulness and respect to our 
investment process, the results will benefit all of 
us. And as UUs, shouldn’t that be the bottom 
line? 
  
If you missed the forum on September 16th, or if 
you wish to continue the dialog, we have 
scheduled an informal coffee and conversation 
evening on Wednesday, October 3rd in meeting 
room 1 at 7:15 PM. Please bring us your ideas, 
questions, and suggestions! This is a democratic 
process and we value your input! 
 

MONEY MATTERS 
The budget voted by the congregation this year 
included substantial increases for our  RE 
program and salaries.    The congregation 
pledged more than the previous year to support 
that budget but not enough to cover our 
expenses.   Our treasurer estimates that we may 
be as much as $10,000 short for the year, which 
means covering our operating expense shortfall  
with money donated for our capital expenses like 
a new kitchen, roof etc.    
 
The response to my recent letter requesting for 
extra help with the budget shortfall has been 
gratifying.   You have responded so far with an 
additional $3400, which will be very helpful in 
reducing our deficit.     There are still a number 
of members and friends who have not 
pledged and this puts the burden of providing the 
many services on the shoulders of others.    We 
ask for 100 percent support- even if you cannot 
pledge a lot.    Many members/friends do 
contribute to the offering anonymously each 
Sunday and and that is much needed as well.     
We plan more fundraisers this year, which 
together with your generosity may still allow us 
to cover our expenses this year.           ---E.D.
